The Philipstown Planning Board will hold a public hearing on Thursday, July 20, 2006 at 7:30 p.m. at the VFW Hall, 34 Kemble Avenue, Cold Spring, New York to consider the application for Wilder Balter Partners, LLC for:


Approval to subdivide the 80.317 acres constituting the Quarry Pond Planned Development District enacted by Local Law No. 1-2006 as Section 175-61.1 of the Code of the Town of Philipstown.  Said parcel and district are located on the southeast intersection of US Route 9 and Horton Road in the North Highlands area of the Town of Philipstown (tax map 16.-1.38).  The proposed subdivision will divide the 80.317 acres into 12 lots, including: one (1) 41.430 acre “Town Park Lot”, one (1) 34.556 acre “Condo Lot”, ten (10) residential lots ranging in size from 7,948 square feet to 27,917 square feet; and approximately 300 lineal feet of new Town Road; and


Approval of a site plan for: (A) sixty eight (68) age-restricted residential units to be constructed in thirty four (34) buildings, a separate community building and related improvements, all to be located on said 34.556 acre “Condo Lot”; (B) ten (10) affordable housing units to be constructed in five (5) separate buildings on the said ten (10) residential lots; (C) a common subsurface sewage treatment system to be constructed within an easement reserved for that purpose on a portion of the said 41.430 “Town Park Lot”; and the construction of trails, access roadways, parking, and other improvements within the said 41.430 “Town Park Lot”, all such facilities are to be constructed under the requirements of Section 175-61.1 of the Town Code.

The preliminary plat showing said subdivision and the site plan for the proposed improvements described above are on file in the office of the Planning Department at the Philipstown Town Hall located at 238 Main Street, Cold Spring, New York and may be examined by members of the public during normal business hours.

At said hearing all persons will have the right to be heard.
