1. Code Administration Monthly Report.

Town Clerk Merando read the Code Enforcement Annual Report.

2. Appeal for the release of “confidential” correspondence in the matter of Foster/Scheffer requested by Denise Frisenda.

Town Attorney Doyle recommended that the advisory letter written by him should remain confidential and not released.  Town Attorney Doyle recommended that a resolution be written stating what information is available and not available to Denise Frisenda. 

RESOLUTION #53-06

The following Resolution was presented by Councilwoman Budney, seconded by Councilman Brower and unanimously carried;

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Philipstown hereby releases to Denise Frisenda all correspondence in the matter of Foster/Scheffer that is in the Town Clerk’s File and Highway Department File with the exception of the “confidential” correspondence written by Town Attorney Doyle. 

3. Resolution needed to authorize Supervisor Mazzuca to sign an agreement between the Town and the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation to receive a $10,000.00 grant.

RESOLUTION #54-06

The following Resolution was presented by Councilman Shea, seconded by Councilman Hosmer and unanimously carried;

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Philipstown hereby authorizes Supervisor Mazzuca to sign an agreement between the Town and the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation to receive a $10,000.00 grant.

Supervisor Mazzuca stated that there are two openings in the Recreation Commission. Candidates were interviewed by the Recreation Commission and the Town Board.

RESOLUTION #55-06

The following Resolution was presented by Councilwoman Budney, seconded by Councilman Hosmer and unanimously carried;

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Philipstown hereby appoints Katie Brennan to serve as a member of the Recreation Commission.

RESOLUTION #56-06

The following Resolution was presented by Council Brower, seconded by Councilman Shea and unanimously carried;

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Philipstown hereby appoints Jim Young to serve as a member of the Recreation Commission.

AUDIENCE

Andy Chmar asked the Town Board if the PDD could provide greater clarity as to how the age restrictions are going to be enforced.

Supervisor Mazzuca stated that the developer, who is experienced in this type of building, will make recommendations to the Planning Board.  Councilman Shea stated that this is not the first time an age-restricted housing project is proposed and there are model documents available, subject to approval by the Town Board. Andy Chmar stated that the PDD stipulates affordable housing requires Town Board review and satisfaction.  He stated that he wants the age restrictions to be subject to the Town Board review and satisfaction. He stated that the public is afraid that ten years from now the age restrictions would not be enforced.  Mr. Chmar wants the language to read that the Town Board could enforce the age restrictions to their review and satisfaction.

Town Attorney Doyle stated that Tim Miller feels strongly that the language of the law should not be changed. Andy Chmar stated that the Town Board should have final approval.  The greatest concern is that age-restrictions are not specifically mentioned in the law. It is specifically addressed in the Final EIS. However, Mr. Chmar wants the Town Board to enforce age restrictions. 

Andy Merante stated that there is a meeting January 12, 2006,  @ 10:30 a.m. in Carmel at the TOPS Building. The State Board of Elections is holding a Public Hearing in regards to the choices of Voting Machines that will be put in place for the 2006 elections.

Supervisor Mazzuca stated there is a meeting January 12, 2006, @ 6:00 p.m. on the third floor of the county office building to discuss a cleaner Putnam.

Supervisor Mazzuca reported on the status of Butterfield Hospital. The Supreme Court dissolved the corporation instead of the will.
